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1. Introduction

The information in the Corrected Web-based ADS will not be automatically entered in the Office
automated systems, it will be reviewed by Office of Patent Application Processing to ensure compliance
with the rules.

2. Basic Guidelines for Filing an ADS for Corrected or Updated
Information

e You MUST be a registered eFiler and be associated to the Customer Number used as the
correspondence address of the entered application.

e The Corrected Web-based ADS is available for existing applications under the following
submission types: Utility (Nonprovisional), Reissue, and Designs.

e The Corrected Application Data Sheet is not permitted in PCT, 371, Hague, Provisional, Reexam,
Plant, and Supplemental Examination submissions

e A Corrected Application Data Sheet can only be submitted in an existing application that was
filed on or after September 16, 2012.

e Do not attach an ADS as a PDF if submitting a Corrected Application Data Sheet.

e Submissions for applications under a Secrecy Order may not be filed electronically.

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3.1 Inventor Information

In the Inventor Information section, data of record will be displayed and editable. To make changes in
the information, just type in the new information on the web screen and it will be reflected with
underlining on the Corrected ADS that is generated. You can click on the Pencil icon to edit information
and the "X" button to delete information.
